the same pair of lanes. Multiple participation in any event is NOT permitted by any tournament participant. Failure to comply will be cause for automatic disquali�cation.

����Handicap is based upon 90% of 1125 in team, 450 in doubles, 225 in singles and total handicap from the (3) events for all events.

����������ALL INDIVIDUALS must enter at their highest USBC certi�ed average for 21 games or more for the 2022-2023 Winter Season. If no certi�ed 
average for the 2022-2023 Winter Season, individual shall use their highest 2021-2022 USBC certi�ed Winter Season average (21 games or more). 2022 Summer Season USBC 
certi�ed average will be accepted when no 2021-2022 or 2022-2023 Winter league average is available. If the preceding does not apply, individual will use highest USBC 
certi�ed average at the time of bowling (21 games or more) for the current season (2023-2024). All averages established on Sport or Challenge condition must be adjusted 
utilizing the corresponding USBC Average Conversion Chart (based on league type) found on bowl.com. The adjusted average must be used if it is the highest average. ���
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���������� It shall be each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of their average in handicap or classi�ed tournaments, whether 
originally submitted by the bowler, team captain or others. Failure to use proper average shall disqualify score if submitted average is lower than actual average, thereby 
resulting in a lower classi�cation or more handicap. Prize winnings shall be based on the submitted average if it is higher than the actual average. In case of teams of two or 
more bowlers, the average shall be combined to determine whether the correct total is higher or lower than the submitted total. Corrections in average can be made up to 
the completion of the �rst game of the series. If an extension of time has been granted in writing by tournament management before the end of the �rst game of the series, 
the correction can be made within 48 hours after the end of the series.
